If by ehemare suffering from “burn-out” or compassion
fatigue, we might begin to ask ourselves: What’'s happdninge? Why do | feel abandoned? Where can | go
to give up? Or what do | do now? All of these thoughts b&agymptoms of becoming weary in doing good.
What do you do to rejuvenate or to charge your own batteries?

Here might be some helpful suggestions. The number @anfora caregiver is that he/she must first take
care of himself/herself.
